Ladies Membership Secretary’s Report: 2008-2009 Season

Player Registration and Membership

This year we continued to recruit new players. In fact, we had an overwhelming response at the beginning of the season as more than 50 new players expressed interest in joining the HKFC Ladies Section, and turned up to trials at the end August-beginning September 08. This made selection and team placement very challenging, but it certainly helped consolidate the membership of the Ladies Section. 

A total of 160 players were registered over the course of the whole season (some players returned mid-season/some left or could not continue to play), but four of those players did not play at all due to injury or personal reasons (not people in their 4-year commitment period). A few who left Hong Kong or could not continue playing were de-registered during the season.

The HKHAWS implemented a new rule whereby we could register more than 22 players per team, but at a cost per player above the figure of 22. However, to date we are yet to receive an invoice. 

A detailed report was submitted at the beginning of the season to Club Membership highlighting the need for new players and members. We were able to recruit successfully a total of 29 new players of which 8 were juniors. The new member figure of 14 this season does not include new faces of those who did not need to apply for membership, namely those players who joined through family or spouse memberships: a total of 15. 

The ladies section will continue to monitor membership carefully. Whilst we recruited a fair number of new members this season, we need to continue to recruit more members given the ever changing situation with membership in Hong Kong; players leave, are often away due to work or holidays, may not be able to play given work or school commitments, or become pregnant. The number will be determined on a needs basis, on the hockey talent, the willingness to serve the Section as a captain, committee member, umpire, youth & mini training assistant, as well as participation in the Section's social life through, for example, touring, the Christmas Party, the Burn's Night and the End of Season Ball.
