Growth

The beginning of this season saw the usual turnover of hockey players.

However, the difference this year was that we, thanks to Angus Emmerson and Charles Poulton, were able to move the training slots for the U8’s and U10’s to Saturday mornings. Tournaments

Starting the season on time meant that by the time the tournaments came round we were ready for them. The first two tournaments we did very well, moving up one division from last season and winning, the third tournament we were ranked second (after GSIS) and we still managed to perform very well.
HKFC organised three tournaments this season, the regular one in December, a new Spring Tournament in April, and the End of Season Tournament, which was cancelled last year due to the black rainstorm warning.

The EoS tournament was held the day after the End of Season Ball, and was a mixed-age tournament, including adults. In total more than 90 children and adults played in this round-robin format.

Leagues

This season we entered one team into the U12’s League and one team into the Lower U16’s Youth League.

The U12’s team came joint third in the league.
The Youth team came fourth. Here we have a problem with numbers: not enough players were available for matches.

Coaching & Volunteers

This year we relied only on two paid coaches, namely Simon Chapman and Guv Dillon.

Next Season

For the upcoming season I would like to make the following recommendations:

· Try to start the season in August. When we started the 07/08 season late we lost a lot of our better players, mostly to Valley. If we can get a pitch or the Indoor Sports Hall, this can be prevented. Also, the first tournaments start in October/November.
· Joining Fees:

· Fees for next season to stay the same as for this season, unless we only start in October.

· Fees for this season were:

· Start August: Member $1,100, Non-Member $1,600 Start January: Member $600, Non-Member $1,100 Start March: Member & Non-Member $500 Kit is NOT included in the price.

· The kit is $475 for 1 shirt, 1 shorts/skort & socks.
· Administration to be done by HKFC Hockey Officer. It is better to keep all the details at the Club. He should also be responsible for

· Player registration & payments

· General communication with parents & players as to normal trainings

· Registration of (absent) players for each training session

· Organising of Tournaments

· And other, assisting Deepali as and when she needs it

Note: for most of these items there are already systems in place, they just need to be updates as to times, places and teams etc.
· Coaching:

· Coaches to write out training session and send them to assistant coaches before training sessions – this also develops a record of  progression of the content of the sessions.

· Volunteers:

· Encourage the long-term commitment of volunteers, by offering Debentures/Sports Memberships to Non-Members. At present we have two of these, namely Deepali de Blank and myself. We are currently working on the possibility of offering/asking for Debentures/Sports Memberships for at least three more volunteers.

· Arrange for volunteers to assist the coaches and Deepali by creating Age Group & Team Managers, who deal with organising a specific age group into teams for tournaments and manage them once at these tournaments, for example.
